This week we celebrate the Memorial of St. Scholastica, 

the twin sister of St. Benedict. They had a profound and 

unique love for each other their entire lives. Around the 

time St. Scholastica knew she was going to die her brother 

was visiting her for their yearly visit. St. Benedict was 

ready to leave, and St. Scholastica pleaded with him not to 

go because she was very sick, but St. Benedict refused to 

spend a night out of his monastery. St. Scholastica 

decided that since her brother wouldn't stay with her, she would pray that he 

would. She said, "I asked you for a favor and you would not listen, so I asked 

God and He did listen." After she prayed a violent storm erupted so that St. 

Benedict had no choice but to stay with her. Three days after St. Benedict left, 

St. Scholastica died. It is said that St. Benedict saw her soul go up to Heaven 

in the form of a dove in a vision. The next day he sent some of the brethren 

from his monastery to get her body. Then he buried her in his own tomb.
