During these first few days of Totus Tuus training in 

Wichita, it is easy to have a great hope for the future 

of the Church in our young adults. These young men 

and women who have selflessly given up their 

summer to partake in evangelizing youth, they also 

come with some great anxieties and fears. Most have never taught 

Totus Tuus, some fear being away from family during the summer 

months, and the most common one is having the fear of not being 

good enough to teach. As we celebrate the great feast of Pentecost, 

the coming of the Holy Spirit whom Christ promised to send after 

his ascension, let us pray that the Holy Spirit may fill these young 

adults with His gifts to make them bold proclaimers of the Gospel 

this summer. 

 

The Holy Spirit, who came on Pentecost, gave voice to the 

apostles to proclaim the truth of the Gospel. The Spirit, the Soul of 

the Church, continues to enable the Church to speak, and enables 

us to speak in our individual capacity. As the late Cardinal Elio 

Sgreccia, former President of the Vatican’s Pontifical Academy for 

Life once said, “The Church must speak out in today's context on 

fundamental rights, the right to justice, the right to peace, but above 

all and in the first place, the right to life. If the Church did not 

speak, did not proclaim the truth, it would be abandoning its duty; 

it would be unfaithful to society, to the good of society. Therefore, 

its precise duty is the very liberty to intervene with word, and also 

with example -- the example of promoting human life, of 

intervening for the salvation of mankind."
